1. Copy the data from LP4_Gum.xls file into a new Microsoft Excel file named LP4_Data2_Gum.xlsx. Name the sheet with the data as Data.
2. Do the following: 
a. Insert a new sheet and name it Pie chart. 
b. Copy in the Pie chart sheet Cholesterol column. 
c. Add a new column call IF-Chol. Display the IF-Chol status as “normal” / “high” value of each patient using the following criterion: 
A patient has a “normal” value if Cholesterol < 120 mg/dL else is a “high” value.
d. Create a Pie Chart of IF-Chol using Pivot Tabel option
