
General information about practical part of the exam:

Absences from practical activities: should be recuperated till the Friday before the practical part of the exam at 14 o’clock. 


At the practical test you should have with you the student Idcard, and ID card (or passport). These will be checked.
Eliminatory subjects for the practical exam will be:
1. How to save, where to save, the name of the file should be the same as in the request
2. any formulas, function SUM, COUNT, and IF
3. chart (Pie chart, Column, or Bar Chart)
4.  interpretation of p-value (formulating the hypothesis)
 Practical exam subjects will have topics, with the following possible content:
The first subject:
Make a folder, and save all files with the given names (eliminatory)
Second subject:
Word or PowerPoint (page/slide number, format page, format paragraph, format font, header, insert image, format image, insert table, format table etc.)
-         interpreting results of statistical tests (eliminatory)
Forth subject:
Excel or Jamovi:
-          any formula, IF function, SUM, or COUNT (eliminatory)
-         Descriptive statistics parameters like (Pearson coefficient of correlation, arithmetic mean, median, mode, range, standard deviation, standard error, coefficient of variation, minimum, 1st quartile, 2nd quartile (median), 3rd quartile, maximum, skewness, excess kurtosis). INTERPRETATIONS: normal distribution, coefficient of variation, coefficient of correlation.
-         probability, conditional probability, relative risk

-         Histogram (with interpretation), XYScatter chart (with interpretation), Box-plot (with interpretation)
-         Statistical tests (with the formulation of hypothesis and interpretation of the obtained results): Student t-tests (for independent samples with equal variances, for independent samples with un-equal variances – i.e. Welch test, paired test), Chi-square test, Fisher-exact test, Shapiro-Wilk test, test for correlation coefficient, test for hommogeneity (Levene test)
